[bookmark: _GoBack]Large Spot Fire southeast of Wilson Peak and the perimeter, just north of Windy point.  Intense heat ringing the heat perimeter in this area.  Multiple spot fires and isolated heat north of the large spot fire to the north  to Hemingway Butte, outside the main fire perimeter.

Isolated heat sources and scattered heat primarily in the east half of the fire.
