	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	

The heat perimeter grew by 8% (486 acres) with the biggest expansion in the southern portion of the fire up to 1 mile from last night’s heat perimeter. There is intense heat in the expansion zone which is along the ridge above Hard Creek. 

Note that the southern-most extent of the heat perimeter was on the edge of the IR scan so the precision could be a little distorted. The next IR scanner request should expand the box south by two miles.

There are a few other pockets of intense heat where adjacent fire fronts are growing together.
