	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The fire grew by 2,390 acres (16%) since last mapping.  Most of the growth was found along the eastern flank.  Areas of intense heat were found along the north, northeast, and southeast sections of the fire.  The most perimeter growth, and intense heat, was found in two lobes at the northern extent, in the upper reaches of the Warm Springs drainage, and on the west-facing slopes of Hard Butte.   The fire is particularly hot around Rainbow Lake.  
Another area of intense heat and perimeter growth was found in the southeastern quadrant near Frog Lake.  The fire has grown together at the top of Bascom Canyon, in the pass between Coffee Cup Lake and Grass Mountain Lakes.  There appears to be a large unburned island on the slopes above Morgan Lake, created when the fire crossed the upper drainage on the flanks of Grass Mountain.  A line of intense heat was found on the ridge to the east of Disappointment Lake and a number of hot spots were found across the ridge and into the Vance Creek drainage.  Some intense heat was found on the lower west-facing slopes of Bascom Canyon, at the southern end of the fire.  Most of the interior and the western half of the fire is isolated hot spots.
Lat/Long callout labels were placed on a representative sample of hot spots found outside the perimeter.
