There are numerous heat readings across the Salmon river. The most northerly heat readings across the Salmon river were up on Keating Ridge and Van Ridge. There was also heat detected to the SE of Kelly Mountain near where the spot was a few days ago.

The most intense heat readings were on the NE flank of the fire east of French Creek

The W flank in the Lake Creek area had some intense heat showing through a gap in the clouds.
