Worked off of the 9/1 incident perimeter. Thank you! Will monitor FTP site for daily perimeter update. 


West flank: Intense heat detected to the west of the West Fork of Lake Creek, 2 isolated heat readings to north of that area. One isolated heat source identified north of Chair Point
North flank: Most intense heat of IR mission located to the west of Looking Glass Butte. Numerous isolated heat readings outside the main perimeter to the north and west of that heat area. Kelly Mountain area continues to show strong heat readings. Fire edge east of French Creek had good heat readings, but no heat readings outside the main perimeter.
East flank: Pockets of intense heat near/on the perimeter throughout the whole east side
South: Heat scattered throughout the whole south half of the fire, nothing displaying intense heat or isolated heat sources. 
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
