Had difficulty distinguishing fire perimeter on the northeast fire area to 
the east of French Creek on the south side of the Salmon River

Lots of heat in areas that were visible to IR on the North central and Northeast fire areas. 

Kelly Mountain area continues to have heat outside the main fire perimeter to the north and east

· One isolated heat reading was detected in Round Valley to the SW of the fire area. Not mapped
· One isolated heat readings was detected in the Upper Payette Lake Campground. Not mapped
· Three isolated heat readings were detected north of Upper Payette Lake, one by the lake, the other midslope to the east. Not mapped
