No 9/13 incident data perimeter, so started interpretation with 9/13 IR heat perimeter.

· Light isolated heat source on north side of fire – several outside the fire perimeter along Little Creek north and south of road 221.

· Some growth and intense heat on the northeast side of fire north and south of Studebaker Saddle.

· Light isolated heat sources in the middle of the fire perimeter and a few on the south side of fire.
