	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The largest areas of significant perimeter growth occurred on the south side of the heat perimeter.  The three areas are marked by intense heat.  The first is located in the southeast corner of Section 16, T9N, R21E, north of East Fork Carson River and just west of the forest boundary.  The largest of these areas is located south of East Fork Carson River at the north end of Wolf Creek Meadows.  Both of these areas are on the southeast side of the heat perimeter.  The last of the southern areas of perimeter growth is on the west side, south of highway 4.
On the northern edge of the heat perimeter there are several isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter.  The furthest is a little more than a quarter mile from an area of scattered heat due west of Leviathan Mine
[bookmark: _GoBack]There was an isolated heat source on the edge of Topaz Lake which is included in the data but not on the map.  It is most likely a campfire, based on its location.
