	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Initial perimeter based on 20150704_1253_Washington_NV-HTF30251_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_UTM_Zone_11N.shp provided by incident.  Less than one acre difference from 20150702 perimeter.
No heat perimeter growth this period.  There were no intense or scattered heat areas noted.
There are a quite a few isolated heat sources outside the perimeter.  Most of these are in clusters and are all located in or around campgrounds.  One is located ~2 miles southwest of the heat perimeter north of State Route 4 in Silver Creek Campground.  Two more are located along State Route 89 approximately 3/4s of a mile west of the heat perimeter.  The rest are located around Topaz Lake.   All of the heat sources that aren’t noise or buildings are located on the data, and only incidentally included on the map.
