	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]The south end of the fire was extremely active at the time of the flight, especially the southeast corner. The southwest flank and the large northeast spot had intense heat areas as well. There is lots of heat holding throughout the interior of the fire. Numerous isolated heat signatures were detected outside the main perimeter on the south, southeast, east and northest flanks; identified with isolated heat points or separate perimeters.

Two isolated heat signatures were detected far east of the fire, off the southeast and northeast perimeters (Mapped in the '20130824_LittleQueens_IR_64k' product) 
-One to the southeast of Three Island Lake (off northeast), the other to the east of Leggit Creek (off southeast).
