	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
Lion Peak Fire.  Started with the incident provided perimeter (7/26/24). No perimeter growth. Five isolated heat sources recorded within the perimeter, one within 300 ft. of the perimeter. 

Sheep Fire. Started with the incident provided perimeter (7/26/14). No growth in perimeter. Only two isolated heat sources recorded within the perimeter. There is one isolated 3 miles to east of fire at the entrance to Look Out Pass. It is likely one or more vehicles since it is located in pull over at the road junction.

Black Fire.  Started with the incident provided perimeter (7/26/14). No growth in perimeter. Three pockets of scattered heat. All three are near perimeter. Located on west and north flanks. Scattered isolated heat sources throughout most of the fire area. Several within about 200 ft. of perimeter.
