Many stripes from intense heat growth on west edge of fire. There was a big heat plume, Phoenix software minimized this, but interpretation still required examining all imagery to get accurate new perimeter.  There was a curious effect surrounding this heat plume present: it was almost as if the edge of the plume caused a ring around it in the imagery OR the terrain surrounding this was warmed enough to register on the sensor, not sure.
