	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Lots of thin clouds in the areas tonight, but a fair amount of heat was visible through the clouds.  The clouds were thinner on the west side of the incident along the high ridge.  Some ground features were distinguishable there, but practically none on the east side.  The heat was mapped as accurately as possible, but there could be some errors.  Additionally, there may actually be more heat than was mapped tonight, as water vapor (clouds) will absorb IR.
The major area of growth was on the east side of the fire north of Scofield Canyon, in section 16, just outside the wilderness boundary.  The heat may have actually been intense heat, much of which was absorbed by the clouds.
Other small areas of growth were detected along the south and west edges of the heat perimeter.  On the SW part of the incident, there is still lots of heat, with some growth on the area of heat on the west side of the ridge in sections 23 and 24.  
At the top of Rimrock Canyon, there is still quite a bit of heat on the west side of the ridge.  From there north, almost to Timber Mountain, there is still a lot of heat from the ridge line down to the east.  There may actually be more heat than shown tonight in the lower elevations, but the thicker cloud cover there may have masked the heat intensity.  Just north of Troy Peak in section 6, some perimeter growth and intense heat were detected in one of the spots on the west side of the ridge, and the heat appears to be backing slowly down the ridge to the NW.  There is still quite a bit of on the east side of the ridge just south of Timber Mountain, though in places, the heat has not reached the ridgeline.  The northernmost part of the incident appears to have cooled a lot, with only a very small area of perimeter growth.  Only isolated heat sources were detected tonight along the NE part of the perimeter.  Most of the east side of the perimeter appears fairly cool, except where the perimeter growth occurred.  However, heat may have been masked by the cloud cover.
