	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Previous heat perimeter was used as a basis for the tonight’s interpretation.
Though lots of clouds were in the area, the fire area was almost cloud free.  Clouds were mapped and included on the map, in the KMZ file and in the zip file of the shapefiles.
Due to crew flight time restrictions, only one strip of imagery was collected tonight, covering the area east of the ridge well, but not the area west of the ridge.  There may have been additional heat there that was not detected by the scan.
Only small areas of growth were mapped tonight, mostly along the W and S part of the incident.  Overall, the incident has cooled since last imaged.  From the NW, the area below Timber Mountain has cooled, with only isolated and scattered heat mapped. The northern heat perimeter has also cooled, with only a few isolated heat sources detected near the perimeter. On the NE part of the perimeter, there was an isolated heat source E of Sherwood Wash.  Most of the E side of the incident was pretty cool, but there were isolated heat sources right on the heat perimeter edge.  The SE part of the heat perimeter (Rimrock Canyon area) was covered by clouds, and no heat was detectable through the clouds.  To the W along the S rim of Rimrock canyon, isolated heat sources were detected next to the heat perimeter.  Some of these were on outside of the incident perimeter from 7/28 0600.  Still a fair amount of heat on the S part of the incident.  On the SW part of the incident, there are still several heat sources on the S side of the ridge S of Rimrock Canyon, in the top part of the next drainage.  There was some growth along the west side of the perimeter, in the top parts of the drainages to the west.  About 1.5 miles south of Timber Mountain, there was an area of intense heat and perimeter growth (section 6), just north of Troy Peak and W side of the ridge.
