	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Single Isolated heat source found outside the south perimeter at 38° 15.523’ N x 115° 30.819’ W.  This is marked on the map.  It’s about 0.4 miles to the south of the perimeter.

· Used a combination of the incident perimeter along the south edge of the fire and last night’s IR perimeter for the rest of the fire as the starting point for mapping (due to 7/31 incident perimeter not incorporate last night’s IR changes).
· There is an issue with not enough overlap between the flight strips, resulting in areas that were not covered at all by the scans.  These areas were marked on the map in green.  If fire is flown again, suggest the two strips be flown N/S instead of E/W.
· Some cloud cover on the SW part of the incident which obscured the heat on that part of the incident.
· Once again there were some very small areas of growth on the west side of the ridge in the wilderness area, just north of Troy Peak, and also in the SW (visible between the clouds) on the west side of the ridge above Rimrock Canyon.
· No areas of intense heat were mapped tonight, just scattered and isolated heat sources.
