	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This is the first night of IR on this fire.  It has been burning since 7/16/14 with the greatest increase of acreage on 7/22 at 20:19 PDT.
     The imagery for this fire had issues with due to the plane getting off course on the second pass.  As a result there are portions of the fire that were not on either strip primarily causing issues with accurate determination of areas of intense heat and fire perimeter primarily in the north end in section 29.  Because there were areas of little coverage, it was difficult to determine exact locations of the isolated heat in the interior of the fire so the entire area was designated as scattered heat.  This is the area primarily south of Horse Canyon, where there may be portions of this are that are unburned.
      The northern third of the heat perimeter has an area of intense fire activity which includes the area of Horse Canyon and the beginning of trail 77.  This area is approximately 1400 acres in size.  The fire has several areas along the perimeter having intense heat and isolated heat sources that were viewed as outside the heat perimeter.  These fall in the northern edge of the perimeter 12 isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter falling in sections 30 and 29.     In section 5, southeast of trail 77 just outside the fire perimeter are isolated heat sources, 3 which are large patches with intense heat.  In sections 7, 8 and 18 centered around trail 77,  there are more isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter and patches of light to intense heat.  In the area of the cherry stem for road 582 the fire burned outside of the wilderness for approximately 300 acres; with patches of intense to scattered heat.  In addition there are about 5 isolated heat sources outside the heat perimeter and north of road 582.   The fire has not burned outside the forest boundary on the east side.

The IR plane spotted another fire 31 miles north of the Hampton fire at lat/long 39 45.72”N 114 8.7”W +/- 1 km (source: MODIS) In the South mountains T22N, R69E  section 23. This information from MODIS location s
