	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This is the second night of imagery on this fire.  In section 10 north of the wilderness cherry stem for road 582 and south of Little Horse Canyon the fire had a very intense heat expansion of 62 acres to the east.  Most of the fire perimeter is mapped with scattered heat.  This area is scattered heat with varying density from heavy to light.       There are large pockets of scattered heat that are denser in character than the remainder of the fire.  These pockets are located in the following sections:  starting from the north in sections 19, 20 and 30 have a mix of dense scattered heat and intense heat.  In sections 1,5,7,18 west of trail 77 and Hampton Creek is a large area of scattered to intense heat.  The remainder of the area within the perimeter has scattered heat with varying density.  There are 4 isolated heat sources south of road 582 along Hampton Creek in Sections 14 and 15 near the forest boundary.
