LOOKOUTS, COMMUNICATION, ESCAPE ROUTES, SAFETY ZONES

· Keep informed on fire weather conditions and forecasts.

· Know what your fire is doing at all times.

· Base all actions on current and expected behavior of the fire.

· Identify escape routes and safety zones and make them known. 

· Post lookouts.

· Maintain prompt communications with your forces, your supervisor, and adjoining forces.

· Give clear instructions and ensure they’re understood.

· Watch for rolling materials, rocks, logs, and other debris.

· Watch for falling trees, snags, and other flying materials.

· Identify and mark all snags near the line for evaluation by saw teams.
· Watch for thunderstorm activity with lightning. Use IRPG pg. 19.
· Watch your footing on uneven terrain and loose rocks.

· Use caution while driving on dirt roads.

· HYDRATE! Drink the necessary fluid amount to keep up with your loss!
· Watch out for bears.
