	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tonight's mission focus was on mapping the current location of the fire perimeter and estimating growth of the fire. The starting point for the interpretation was the previous night's IR perimeter.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The perimeter expanded primarily to the N again, as what was a small spot fire last night was mapped tonight as a large area of intense activity to the W of Monument Hill.  With this expansion to the N, the fire has apparently crossed the E. Fork Ruby River.  A smaller area of growth on the W side of the fire, near Perkins Creek, was the result of a burnout operation today.  There is no expansion of the periemter to the S.
Outside of the areas of perimeter growth, the only mapped activity consisted of isolated heat sources ad a few areas of scattered heat.  Isolated heat sources were mapped approx 1/2 mile to the E of the large area of new activity near Monument Hill.
