	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Band of Intense heat on continues on northeat perimeter near confluence of LoLo Creek an unnamed tributary.  Three Isolated heat sources mapped  outside the heat perimeter in this area.   Heat perimeter is the ridge between these drainages.  Fire heat perimeter has not crossed either of these streams.  Scaterred heat in the Incendiary creek drainage on the north side.  Western  heat perimeter (bounded by LoLo creek) appears to be isolated patches of vegetation  in rock scree,  I mapped perimeter around those features (Rock Scree) but added one more area based on some heat detections by the bottom of the creek.  Rock scree and isolated trees on the western perimeter, mapped all the individual heat detections as points.  Included a Natural color background map labled with NC.  It shows the vegeatation and IR features. 

Difference in Heat perimeter and incident perimeter is ~ 250 acres, will try to get perimeter from incident for interp tommorrow,  based on map downloaded from inciweb shows they are using the creek as the perimeter and added the agricultural lands to the east.
