	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Imagery information: 
-The south 2/3 of the fire area was obscured by heavy cloud cover. The clouds and the edge of the imagery strip were mapped in a yellow polygon so you know areas that are blind to the infrared sensor. There were minimal areas visible through the clouds containing some minor isolated heat signatures, but confidence was low for heat detection; thus the heat was not mapped.
-In addition to the clouds, the north perimeter was on the edge of the imagery strip, so image tearing also blocked out areas of heat. The confidence is moderate to high for the heat that is mapped. 

Heat information: 
-Areas of intense heat were detected on the east flank, west of Sawmill Gulch, and on portions of the perimeter on the north flank. Two new heat signatures off the north flank between Camp Creek and Woodman Creek in the northeast corner of section 19 were burning intensely as well. Areas of scattered and isolated heat were mapped throughought the north 1/3 of the fire and on the west perimeter west of the cloud/imagery polygon. 
-Two isolated heat sources were detected and mapped as isolated heat points on the east flank slightly east of Sawmill Gulch Road and north of Highway 12. I don't believe these readings are fire, but worth noting in such a critical area.
-Two isolated heat sources were detected northeast of the fire in the town of Missoula and not mapped.
