	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Areas of intense heat were detected on the north flank, the hottese being east of Woodman Creek. The edge of the perimeter between Woodman Creek and Camp Creek also had areas of intense heat. Areas of scattered and isolated heat were mapped throughought the remainder of the fire, all within the perimeter. 

Isolated heat sources were detected outside the main perimeter and mapped as small perimeters or isolated heat points. 
-The most intense isolated heat source was mapped 1/4 mile southwest of Drop point 13. 
-Another isolated heat reading was detected between the perimeter and Highway 12 1/4 mile west of Fort Fizzle. There was minimal heat around that area and I was unsure if it was within or outside the perimeter.  
-The isolated heat areas on the north flank outside the perimeter between Woodman Creek and Camp Creek were on the edge of the imagery. Moderate image tearing made heat placement difficult.
 
-Two isolated heat sources were detected east of the fire in the town of Lolo and not mapped.
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
