	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
*The far north part of the fire was on the edge of imagery strip 1 and 2. However, strip one covered most of the fire so confidence is higher on heat in the Woodman Creek area than it was last night. 
*Light scan lines on the west end of the fire across the drainage (south) from Smith Creek, west of all heat readings.

No perimeter growth and no intense heat readings throughout the fire area. Areas of isolated heat were mapped throughought the remainder of the fire, all within the perimeter. 

-One isolated heat signature (not mapped) located to the northeast in the town of Missoula.
