	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
North Eightmile Fire: 411 Acres (+140). This fire is very hot on the southeast and is spotting to the east toward the North Fork of the Eightmile River.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Horsetail Fire: 142 Acres (+8). There was very little growth on this fire and just a little heat inside the perimeter.
Emigrant Fire: 9,892 Acres (+2,684). Most of the growth is on the southeastern front where the fire has crossed the North Fork of Sixmile Creek and is burning up Mineral Mountain. It is spotting on the eastern side of the ridge. There was more growth into Big Pine Basin as well as along the slope above the junction of Little Pine Creek and Sixmile Creek.
Sheep Fire: 562 Acres (+63). This fire is creeping down both sides of Sawtooth Mountain.
