North Eightmile Fire: 413 Acres (+2). 
Horsetail Fire: 143 Acres (+1). There was very little growth on this fire and just a little heat inside the perimeter.
Emigrant Fire: 10,207 Acres (+315). Most of the growth is on the southeastern front where the fire continues to burn up Mineral Mountain. It is spotting on the eastern side of the ridge. There was more growth into Big Pine Basin as well as along the slope above the junction of Little Pine Creek and Sixmile Creek.
