	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

The North Eightmile fire grew by only one acre.  Heat was limited to isolated spots primarily along the fire perimeter, resulting in one acre of overall growth.  There were also several interior spots.

Most of the Horsetail fire was occluded by clouds, as depicted on the IR map.  Although these appeared to be fairly high, there is a chance that some heat signatures may have been obscured. There was one heat source in the interior that showed up and was mapped.

The southern portion of the complex was clouded over, and thus not flown.  This included the Emigrant and Sheep fires.
