	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The only fire showing growth since the last IR flight was Emigrant, with an increase of 236 acres.  The largest area of expansion was north into the North Fork Sixmile Creek drainage.  The exact perimeter here was difficult to map since there had been no IR flight for several days, but the leading edge appears to have reached the pack trail.  There is another pocket of intense heat to the west along the pack trail in the same drainage, northeast of Big Pine Basin.  There is also considerable heat in the far eastern edge in the vicinity of Mineral Mountain, with several heat spots reaching 1/4 mile east of the main fire, on the southeast flank of Mineral Mountain.  There are numerous heat spots along much of the Emigrant perimeter.

The Sheep and North Eightmile fires each show only two heat spots, with no growth. 

The Horsetail fire has only one heat spot remaining near Flanders Creek in the western edge of the fire.
