	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The Emigrant fire has grown 33 acres since August 26, primarily in the North Fork Sixmile Creek drainage.  There are still focused areas of heat in the Big Pine Basin area and the high ridge and saddle just to the northwest; and in the tributary drainage to Monitor Creek south of Mineral Mountain.  Overall heat on the Emigrant fire has decreased significantly over the past two days. 

The North Eightmile fire shows two heat spots in the eastern portion of the fire in the vicinity of two tributaries to the North Fork of Eightmile Creek.  There has been no perimeter growth on this fire.  

Neither Horsetail or Sheep showed any heat signature.
