	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Overall heat on the Emigrant Fire has decreased.  The accretion of 12 acres resulted from very minor perimeter growth in numerous places.  These were primarily in two areas of the North Fork Sixmile Creek drainage, and in the tributary to Monitor Creek south of Mineral Mountain.  

I did not map any pockets of intense heat.  The two small areas mapped as such in the North Fork Sixmile Creek drainage on August 28 have decreased in intensity, although there are still a fair amount of individual heat spots there.  

There were extremely few interior spots.

The remaining fires in the complex were not flown (Sheep, Horsetail and North Eightmile).
