There are 3 distinct heat perimeter areas with several smaller areas of heat perimeter. There is an isolated heat signature in the bottom of the valley approximately half mile North of the Copper Creek Campground. The majority of the fire displayed intense heat except for the very Western end of the fire Around Whetstone Lake and South of Moose Meadow Creek.
