	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire activity is confined almost entirely to the eastern half of the fire, with the exception of about a dozen isolated heat sources along the western edge.  Although almost half of the fire was mapped as scattered or intense heat, Marble Creek fire experienced fairly little growth.  Two isolated heat sources detected outside the main perimeter, to the east.  See map for coordinates.
Approximately 4 miles southeast of Marble Creek fire is the Breezy fire, which was mapped as almost half intense heat and half scattered heat.  No isolated heat sources detected.  The eastern side of Breezy is burning intensely.
