	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
West flank of fire is the most active, moving west along Log Ridge and south to Log Creek.  Several isolated heat sources mapped outside the main fire perimeter; a few are located in the active fire area on the western edge and not far ahead of the fire, but another heat source, although somewhat weak/small, was detected approximately 1.25 miles northeast of the fire on the eastern side of the ridge between Pipe Creek and Bailey Creek.  See map for coordinates.

A second map was included to show more isolated heat signatures, which are possibly non-valid detections.  These are all further outside the main fire perimeter, and display a certain pattern which may indicate they are not existing on the ground.  The IR tech advised that they are likely valid, however.  Also, other fires were visible on the imagery strip, two to the north were not familiar to me and I wasn’t sure if they needed to be mapped or not…I made rough perimters of the portions covered by the imagery.
