	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
 Fire expanded significantly from previous available incident perimeter.  Heavy cloud cover obscured parts of the main fire, Bear Creek, making mapping and interpretation difficult.  Not much intense heat was detected; the majority of the fires were classified as scattered heat or isolated heat.  The Trail Creek fire expanded east and has absorbed the Milk Creek fire, and will likely join with Miner Creek fire as well.  The Bear Creek fire expanded east and north.  Two new fires to the south were mapped as well.
