	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This is the second night this fire has been flown for IR.  The heat perimeter is 4,533 acres.  There was growth on the north part of the fire as well as the southwest corner.  There is heat to the east of the fire outside the heat perimeter along Wyman Creek, this is presumed to be the burnout.  The small area that follows along Wyman Creek and Odell Meadows had some intense heat and some scattered heat.  The area north of Upper Anderson Meadows was an area of intense heat.  The east side of the fire consists of some scattered heat and some isolated heat sources inside the heat perimeter.  There are some isolated heat sources outside of the main heat perimeter near Armor Creek and to the east of the creek on the southeast side of the fire.  There are also some isolated heat sources outside of the main heat perimeter in the northeast area of the fire, this is the same location there was some spotting on last night’s IR.   There is another area on the north side of the in section 28 with some isolated heat sources outside of the main perimeter here as well.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Southeast of Martin Mine there is a large area of intense heat outside of the the main heat perimeter.  There are numerous spots outside the intense heat area and outside the main heat perimeter.  One spot is approx. ¼ mile from the rest to the northeast.  On the west side of the fire there are pockets of intense heat along the perimeter east of Stewart Meadows.  There are some isolated heat sources outside of the main heat perimeter in this area as well.  The southwest part of the fire has a large area of intense heat.  The fire appears to remain north of Bear Lake Creek here.  The south side of the fire has some scattered heat.  There did not appear to be any isolated heat sources outside of the main heat perimeter on the south edge of the fire.
