	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Not much perimeter expansion, but very intense heat readings detected throughout the fire area

Multiple isolated heat readings outside the main perimeter off the northwest and north central flanks. The north central spot southwest of Odell Creek was showing very intense heat readings.

The isolated heat reading off the southwest corner of the fire was still evident today (still a spike camp?), but a new small isolated heat reading was detected off the southeast corner of the fire across from Bear Lake. Spike camp fire?

Intense heat was prevalent throughout much of the northwest, north central, and northeast fire area
