	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Significant portion of the fire’s edges were mapped as intense heat.  Several fire polygons separate from the main body were mapped, primarily on the northeast fire edge near the confluence of Crooked Fork and Hopeful Creek .  Several isolated heat sources were mapped outside the fire perimeter as well; the furthest is approximately 0.2 mile north of the northern fire edge, close to trail 35.  There were large swaths of interior fire area that showed noticeable activity, and were mapped as scattered heat.
