	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire spread primarily to the east (1.5 miles), and south (1 mile), as well as to the north (0.75 mile).  The most concentrated fire activity is in the eastern fire flank, approaching State Line Trail and Idaho/Montana border.  Southern fire boundary now encompasses a Lookout Tower along a pack trail and is between Boulder Creek and Crooked Fork drainages.  Several isolated heat sources mapped outside of the main fire perimeter; these were almost all on the eastern-most fire edge near the state line, and within approximately 0.3 mile of the main fire edge (one of these is very close to the state boundary, and possibly has crossed over).  Another isolated heat source was mapped approximately 2.5 miles southwest of the main fire edge, in a saddle between two unnamed peaks east of Lost Lakes.  See map for coordinates.
