	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
No areas of scattered or intense heat were identified.  Isolated heat sources were distributed very widely.
There were a few isolated heat sources identified outside the IR heat perimeter, and additional, separate perimeter polygons were created around them (Jay Point only. These were noted on the IR .pdf map) or the IR perimeter expanded  (both fires).

The most recent FirePolygon for both fires (one shapefile) was posted by the ICT on the ftp site on 9/12/2015 p.m.  This was used for tonight’s IR heat polygon and IR heat growth is based on the acres of that FirePolygon (see .pdf map for file name).
