	Started with base perimeter 20150902_ClarkForkComplex_FirePerimeter.shp provided by the incident.  This accounts for the largest amount of perimeter growth this period.  Unable to accurately map heat perimeter growth due to cloud.  There are significant numbers of isolated heat sources and scattered heat areas outside the perimeter north of Berray Mountain that belong to the Goat Rock Complex.  Could not tell if they connect to Napoleon perimeter or they exist separately due to cloud.
There is an isolated heat source just north of highway 200.  It is located in/near someone’s yard and is probably not associated with the incident.  It is included in the map and the data.
