	[bookmark: _GoBack]Started with base perimeter 20150903_ClarkForkComplex_FirePerimeter.shp provided by the incident.  This accounts for the perimeter’s apparent lose during this period.  Unable to accurately map heat perimeter growth due to cloud.  There are significant numbers of isolated heat sources and scattered heat areas outside the perimeter north of Berray Mountain that belong to the Goat Rock Complex. Scattered heat polygons are included for this area. The acreage was not used in calculating total size of the Clark Fork Complex heat perimeter. Scotchman and Sawtooth fires had total cloud cover and therefore did not produce a new IR map for these areas. One area about 1 mile east/northeast of Whitetail Peak did indicate possible isolated heat crossing the perimeter creeping down a drainage. Except for the heat sources mentioned above the remaining isolated heat and scattered heat were mainly detected within or on the heat perimeter.
