There are significant numbers of isolated heat sources and scattered heat areas outside the perimeter north of Berray Mountain that belong to the Goat Rock Complex. Scattered heat, and intense heat polygons are included for this area. The acreage was not used in calculating total size of the Clark Fork Complex heat perimeter. Scotchman and Sawtooth fires had total cloud cover and therefore did not produce a new IR map for these areas. The 8 acres of growth this period occurred on the south end of Napoleon perimeter west of Pillick Ridge.
