No areas of scattered or intense heat were identified, only small amounts of isolated heat detected and mapped in Crown due to cloud cover .   The east 2/3 of Crown were not flown, even though covered in the scanner request box 1.  Reason unknown, unless because of cloud cover on previous strip 4.  Little Green would have been on north end of possible strip 5, but it was UTF.    I had technical difficulties with first fire mapped this evening (Baldy) and other projection issues with strip 4 for this fire (possibly due to using all 3 previous IR perimeter in the same .mxd, don’t know).
