[bookmark: _GoBack]Incident was obscured by clouds.  A few isolated heat sources were identified along with minor perimeter changes to the incident perimeter.  Be cautious of heat detections as these could be false trips due to the clouds.  High level thick clouds were less present on the western third of incident but there was either low clouds/fog in the lower levels of the atmosphere that caused poor image quality over this section.
