	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

I used IR Heat Perimeter from 20151004_2004  as a base to start tonight's interpretation.      

The Grizzly Complex perimeter increase was approximately 556 acres. 

Intense Heat- Predominately on the southeastern edge of White Rock fire, especially East of Jack White Forks. Also along western edge of White rock fire perimeter there is a small area. Between the perimeters of South Bobtail and White rock fires, there is a spot fire on the ridge between East and West Forks of Eagle creek that is outside both perimeters with intense heat. Growth and intense heat in the Lower Flat fire on the eastern perimeter, east of north fork of the Coer D’alene river on the ridge between Teddy Creek and Little Canyon. In North Grizzly, in the headwaters of Can Creek, on the northern perimeter. No intense heat in Steep creek or Grassy Mtn Fires.

Scattered Heat – In the Bobtail Fire, on the northern perimeter on Bobtail ridge, north of Bobtail spring.  Behind Intense heat in the White Rock/Bobtail fires. Large concentration in the North Grizzly fire on the northwest fire perimeter near the headwaters of Can Creek.  Numerous areas in the Lower flat fire in the central interior.

Isolated heat – Added Lat Long coordinates in shape file.  All inside or near edge of main fires.  Only Isolated heat in Grassy Mtn and Steep creek fires.
