	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
The heat on this imagery is easy to interpret, however there is not enough residual heat from previous days burns to make a fire perimeter.    So I was only to map the heat that I could see.

There are 3 heat areas about 2-3 miles apart from each other.
The northern one is 404 acres and is located north of Boulder Creek and south of Lone Knob Creek and 1 mile east of the Wilderness Gateway campground.    This fire has intense heat fingers on the eastern edge and isolated heats throughout.

The eastern one is 424 acres and is located east of Grit Creek and west of Rock Lake Creek and ¼ mile northwest of Lottie Lakes.  This has intense heat fingers on the east and west edges, and isolated heats on western side.

The southeastern fire is 113 acres and is located at Huckleberry Butte and extends 1 mile to the southwest. This fire is showing intense heat on Huckleberry Butte, and the largest intense heat is on the western end of this fire.
