Lone Park Fire has been combined with Crown Fire on the east.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Lone Park fire has pushed east over Boston Mountain, and the Crown Fire appears to be pulled west towards the Lone Park.   Both fires are showing intense heat and spotting as they approach each other.

The largest area of intense heat is on the north central area,    the south central also shows intense heat.
Areas of scattered heat are often adjacent to the intense heat.

The west and south ends of the fire has numerous isolated heat sources.
