	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]MOOSE RIDGE: A couple areas of scattered heat on the middle south side of the perimeter; on small area and several isolated heat spots are outside of perimeter. A number of isolated heat spots are in the western quarter of the perimeter; several right on the perimeter.
On the northeast side there is three points of isolated heat outside the perimeter in the Bings Creek drainage.

SHEEP MTN: Scattered heat outside perimeter on the southeast side near the trail adjacent to Bear Creek. One point of isolated heat on the east side between the perimeter and a smaller perimeter (section 29). Just three other small isolated heat spots; two near the south perimeter and one on the north.
