	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Started the interpretation from the incident perimeter from 8/25/2015 at 1207.  

The north fire showed intense heat growing to the south and up toward the top of Richmond Peak.  This was the main area of growth for that fire.  Only isolated and scattered heat detected on the rest of the north fire.  It did grow from 232 acres to about 261 acres.  

Several areas of intense heat were detected on the south fire tonight.  There is intense heat moving downhill to the SE along the SSE shoulder/ridge off of Richmond Peak.  The heat has just about reached the small valley or crease between the ridge and the small knob marked with the elevation 6205 on the map.  In a number of spots around the fire, there was heat perimeter growth backing down toward roads, but none had crossed the roads as of flight time.  This fire increased in acreage to 319 acres by IR.  

There were a number of isolated heat sources between the intense heat from the fire to the north and the south fire.  It was not conclusive whether or not the two fires have actually joined, but it didn’t appear to have happened by flight time, judging by the intense heat location.  There was not enough information in the imagery to connect the two fires or even to connect the isolated heat sources within a perimeter.
