	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:	
First IR flight on incident. 
Berray Mountain – 166 acres. Acreage includes the small spot just to the east of the main polygon. Intense heat along the west and southwester flanks with scattered heat along the upper half of the east flank. There was not a clear heat perimeter along the north flank. There were a few isolated heat sources that I mapped around. Perimeter is an estimate along the portion between the intense and scattered heat polygons. 

Berray 2 – 118 acres.  Good heat perimeter around the fire. Intense heat along east and southern flanks. Pocket of intense heat also in the middle of the west flank. Scattered heat across the most of the rest of the fire.

Chippewa – No data. Fire was outside of scan box.

Government – 106 acres. Small pockets of intense heat on the north and south ends. There is scattered heat around most of the perimeter, but not much in the interior. Heat signatures were not very discernable around portions of the perimeter. The portions of the perimeter that are in between the scattered and intense heat polygons are best guess of where the heat had been and may not be entirely accurate.   

Hamilton – 392 acres. Good heat perimeter around the fire. More confident of perimeter edge. Intense heat on east, west and southern flanks. Scattered heat behind the intense with isolated heat sources in the interior. Fire has burned to the bottom of Hamilton Gulch. 

Napoleon 1 – 1,409 acres.  Good heat perimeter around the fire. Most activity is in the middle of the east flank with scattered heat surrounding the intense heat. Some activity on the east side of Napoleon Gulch. Most of the interior is surprising cool with just a few isolated heat sources. 

Napoleon 3 – 228 acres.  Good heat perimeter around the fire. Intense fire activity around most of the perimeter; with largest intense heat polygons on the northe and south ends. There is scattered heat throughout most of the interior. Two spot fires, one on the south and the on the north were included in the acreage totals for the fire. 

Pillpack 2 – This this fire has merged with Napoleon 3.

Poplar Point – 315 acres. Intense head on the west flank and center of south flank. Scattered heat along rest of south flank. There was very little heat signature along the northern and upper half of eastern flanks. Perimeter appears to follow the ridgeline, but cannot be sure. That portion of the perimeter between the scattered heat polygons is an estimate may not be accurate. There is a spot fire on a peak 0.3 miles southwest of the main fire. 

Star Gulch – 189 acres. Mapped to visible heat perimeter. There was no clear heat signature to indicate that the fire perimeter had covered the whole mountain and burned down to Star Gulch other than what was mapped. Most active on the southeast and southwest flanks of the fire. Scattered heat throughout the rest of the area.
