	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation
The Noble and Crown Fires are separated by an approximate 0.25 acre spot fire in a draw (Section 31) on the northwest flank. 
Fire spread from the 8/31 IR flight to tonight’s flight 9/2 is primarily to the north/northwest, although there was some growth to the west.  
Intense heat located along all flanks but most notably along the north and northwest flanks, including north of the airstrip, within .3 mile of Mallard Creek and Cook Ranches, and both the east and west sides of Big Marsh Creek Road.  
The fire appears to have crossed  Big Marsh Creek Road in Section 34 near Jack Creek.
